170. National Anthem; Star-Spangled Banner
The song known as The Star-Spangled Banner is the national anthem of the United States of America.

171. Conduct during playing
During the playing of the national anthem when the flag is displayed, everyone except those in uniform should stand at attention facing the flag with the right hand over the heart. Men not in uniform should re​move their hats with their right hand and hold them at their left shoul​ders, the hand being over the heart. People in uniform should give the military salute at the first note of the anthem and keep this position until the last note. When the flag is not displayed, those present, should face toward the music and act in the same manner they would if the flag were displayed there.

172. Pledge of Allegiance to the flag; manner of delivery
The Pledge of Allegiance1 to the Flag, "I pledge allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one Nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all," should be done by standing at attention facing the flag with the right hand over the heart. When not in uniform, men should remove their hats with their right hand and hold it at their left shoulder, the hand being over the heart. Persons in uniform should remain silent, face the flag, and give the military salute.
173. Display and use of flag by civilians'; rules and customs; definition
The following rules for the display and use of the flag of the United States of America is established for the use of such civilians or civilian groups or organizations.

174. Time and occasions for display; hoisting and lowering
a. It is the universal custom to display the flag only from sunrise to sunset on buildings and on stationary flag poles in the open. However, when a patriotic effect is desired, the flag may be displayed twenty-four hours a day if properly lighted during the hours of darkness.

b. The flag should be raised quickly and lowered slowly and with respect.

c. The flag should not be displayed on days when the weather is bad, except when an all-weather flag is displayed.

American Symbols 
The Declaration of Independence 
This famous document declared the freedom of the original 13 colonies from British rule. A large part of it was written by Thomas Jefferson. The Declaration stated that the colonies were now 'free and independent states' and offi​cially named them the United States of America. This historic document said that 'all men are created equal and all people have the right to 'life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.’

The Declaration of Independence was adopted by the Congress on the fourth of July, 1776. This day is now celebrated in the USA as Independence Day, or the Fourth of July. It's the most important holiday in America and there are parades, picnics and fireworks all over the country.

The Liberty Bell (Slide 3)
The Liberty Bell is a symbol of freedom. It was made in London and taken to Philadelphia in 1752 where it cracked when it was first used. It was repaired, and when the Declaration of Independence was signed, it rang out the day. It cracked again in 1835 and 1846. In 1976 it was placed in a special case of glass and steel behind Independence Hall (the building in Philadelphia where the Declaration of Independence was written and signed).

Stars and Stripes (Slide 4)
The national flag of the USA has changed a lot from the moment of its appearance in 1777. On June, 14, 1777 the Continental congress has passed, that the flag should represent a cloth from 13 alternating red and white stripes and 13 white stars on a dark blue field. The amount of these stars increased in process of connection of new states. Now we can see 50 stars on it. On the flag there are red, white and dark blue colors:

· white means cleanliness and innocence;

· red – bravery:

· dark blue – vigilance, persistence and validity.

Stars are considered as a symbol of heavens and stripes symbolize the rays of light going from the sun.

National flag of the USA is one of the oldest national symbols in the world.

The flag of the US has 13 stripes for the 13 original colonies and American citizens and immigrants some​times recite the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag: 'I pledge allegiance to the Flag of the Unites States of America and to the Republic for which it stands, One Nation, under God, indivisible, with Liberty and Justice for all.'

The Congress has ratified the modern official flag on July, 14, 1777 – now this day is marked as the Flag Day.
The Statue of Liberty 
The Statue of Liberty was a present to the peo​ple of the United States from the people of France.

It was designed by Frederic Auguste Bartoldie and brought to America in 1884.

The Statue of Liberty stands on Liberty Island in the middle of New York harbour. It has become a symbol of hope and freedom and was the first American sight seen by many people who went to the US for a better life.

The Statue is 46 metres high and weighs 204 tons.

The American Eagle 
The American eagle is the national symbol of the United States. It is also called the 'bald eagle' and it appears on the Great Seal of the United States and on some coins.

Uncle Sam 
Uncle Sam has the initials US and is an unof​ficial symbol of the US government. He first appeared in the 1960s on posters asking peo​ple to join the army, pointing his finger and saying 'Uncle Sam needs you!' His top hat and clothes are always decorated with the stars and stripes of the American flag.

The Donkey and the Elephant 
The Donkey and the Elephant first appeared in political cartoons as symbols of the two main political parties in the US the Democrats and the Republicans.

There are not clear differences between the two parties. The Republicans tend to be more conserva​tive and to have more support among the upper classes. The Democrats tend to be more liberal and to have more support among the working classes and the poor.
