You can see the Tower Bridge Was built in 1894. It is one of the famous bridges across the Thames.

Trafalgar Square
You can see the Trafalgar Square is a place where different meetings take place. In the middle of this square there is Nelson Column.

Buckingham Palace
You can see the Buckingham Palace is the official London residence of the Queen. When the flag is flying on the top she is at home. The daily ceremony of the Changing of the Guards takes place in its courtyard. The palace was built in 1703 by the Duke of Buckingham.

theTateGallery.
A rich sugar manufacturer Henry Tate founded it in 1897.

British Museum
You can see the British Museum is the largest and richest of its kind in the world.
The present building was built in 1852.

HydePark.
You can see the Hyde Park is the property of the royal family. It is famous for its outdoor entertainments and its Speaker’s Corner. On a Sunday morning you can make a speech about something you believe to be very important.

 London Zoo
In the Regent’s Park there is London Zoo. It is one of the world’s biggest and oldest scientific zoos. It was opened in London on April 27, 1828, and was originally intended to be used as a collection for scientific study. It was eventually made open to the public in 1847. Today it houses a collection of 755 species of animals, with 15104 individuals, making it one of the largest collections in the United Kingdom.

London Eye
The London Eye has become the most popular paid visitor attraction in the UK. It was designed by architects David Marks, Julia Barfield and Malcolm Cook. The height of the London Eye is 135m.

Each rotation takes 30 minutes. The total weight of the wheel and capsules is 2,100 tones.

Piccadilly Circus
You can see the Piccadilly Circus has become an important meeting point - for as well as sightseers. At its heart is a bronze fountain topped by a figure of a winded archer, known as Eros, the pagan god of love. This area is now famous for its theatres, clubs and shops.

Transport in London
If it has only one floor it’s called a single-decker. If it has two floors, it’s called a double-decker and you can get a good view from the top level A double-decker bus has an upstairs (top) and downstairs (inside). For longer distances take a long distance bus called a coach which is slower but cheaper.

double-decker busses
The red double-decker busses, one of the most familiar symbols of London life. High 'double-decker' buses rise above the smaller cars and vans.

London's black taxis can be hired anywhere.

The Tube is the popular name for the underground system in London.

Northern Ireland
Northern Ireland, also known as Ulster, is still a part of the United Kingdom. It is made up of six countries: Antrim, Armagh, Down, Fermanagh, Londonderry, Tyrone. One third of the population lives in and around the capital, Belfast. Belfast is also the most important port and commercial and industrial centre. Some parts of the territory, those that are not close to the capital, have remained mainly rural.

The Irish population is divided into two groups: the Protestants and the Catholics. The Protestants are of British origin. They are descendants of British settlers who came to Ireland in the XVIth and XVIIth centuries, during and after the Reformation. The Catholics are mostly natives of Ireland.

The Protestants were the majority and dominated the Catholics with strong discrimination. In 1968 the Catholics began the movement for equal civil rights.

The fightings between the two groups of the population continue to this day.

Northern Ireland has a strong cultural tradition: songs, dances, literature and festivals.

It has its own Art Council, and there are orchestras, theatres, ballet and opera companies.

Wales is the country in the west of Great Britain. It is mainly a mountainous land with a chiefly agricultural economy and an industrial and coal-mining area in the south. The landscape is beautiful. Many English people move to Wales when they retire.

Cardiff, a large city in the south, was chosen as the capital of Wales in 1955, mainly because of its size. Since 1536, Wales has been governed by England and the heir to the throne of England has the title of Prince of Wales, but Welsh people have strong sense of identity. There is a Welsh National party which wants independence from the United Kingdom and the Welsh language is still used in certain parts of the country.

Welsh is an ancient Celtic language, similar to Breton, spoken in Brittany, France. In the 60's Welsh was given equal status with English as an official language and is used in the law courts. It is taught in school and some TV program are broadcast in Welsh. However, only about 20% of the population speaks Welsh.
