Although Vienna already has a superb public transport system, work has begun on a plan to divert traffic away from the streets of the city. Key plans include building new and improved motorway and rail links and a city ring road. Within the city, 30 kilometers of underground lines will be added to the Metro over the next ten years. At present, five billion schillings is poured into Vienna’s public transport system every year. 1___The underground links well with the extensive tram lines and bus routes. There are already 500 kms of cycle paths, although Viennese cyclists grumble at deep potholes in the paths.

B. BERLIN

Huge building sites, large-scale repairs of roads and the reconnection of the two halves of the city have all combined to make Berlin a difficult place to move about in. 2__Several of the underground and cross-town railway stations are closed down for renovation. For car drivers, the worst problem is trying to “get to the other side” – to move from east to west or vice versa. There are simply not enough roads to meet the demand. The good news is that all this inconvenience is working towards a good cause. When all the building and rebuilding is finished, Berlin’s commuters will have one of Europe’s most efficient traffic systems. 3___At present, the “Green Wave” guarantees the free flow of traffic along the city’s main streets: drivers who keep to 50 km can hit a wave of green lights and avoid getting stuck in traffic.

C. ATHENS

The Greek metropolis was confirmed as Europe’s most polluted city this week. 4___Given the city’s poor public transport, cars are overwhelmingly the means of transport chosen by most Athenians. Unfortunately, it is a choice to which Athens is particularly ill-suited, with its high buildings, narrow streets and a single ring road, which forces most vehicles to enter the city centre at some point along their journey. The most drastic of a series of measures – banning odd or even number-plated cars from the city centre on alternate working days – has failed to solve the problem. 5__The government has also begun investing heavily in public transport and, after long delays, is now building the city’s first underground metro system.

D. LONDON

For a nation which once prided itself on building roads and railways for others, transport in the capital is in a worry state. Today, the world’s oldest Tube (the first section was opened in 1863) still boasts 735 million passenger journeys a year. But it is widely regarded as over-priced, inefficient and in need of extensive repair. 6__The worsening of public services has brought an increase in private transport. The subsequent congestion on the capital’s streets was made worse when cars were banned from the City, London’s financial centre, following bomb attacks by the IRA.

E. STOCKHOLM

It is ten kilometers from my house in the Stockholm suburbs to the office in the city centre where I work. 7___For me, public transport wins hands down. If I leave home just before eight o’clock, I’m at the office by half past eight. The train runs every three minutes or so at peak times on the main routes. During the rush hour it can be difficult to get a seat, but it’s rare to be crammed in like sardines, as in London or Paris. For the price of a monthly pass (375 krona), you can travel on all buses and trains within Stockholm – to me that is true value for money and certainly less than the cost of the petrol you would use. By comparison, driving to work, with the congestion and difficulty finding parking space, is just not worth to hassle.

Теоретические сведения
   Модальные глаголы - это глаголы, которые выражают возможность, вероятность, необ-ходимость, допустимость того или иного действия. Модальные глаголы в английском языке имеют ряд особенностей. К модальным относят следующие глаголы: can, could, may, might, be able to, must, should, have to.

   Модальные глаголы не изменяются по лицам и числам, т.е. в третьем лице единственного числа не имеют окончания -s. За исключением be able to и have to, которые спрягаются (She has to, I will be able to. He was able to и т.п.) и need to.

  Вопросительная и отрицательная формы модальных глаголов формируются без вспомо-гательных глаголов.

Can

Глагол can главным образом обозначает возможность совершения какого-либо действия. Глагол can не имеет будущего времени. Вместо can в будущем времени следует использовать be able to.

May

Модальный глагол may применяется главным образом для того, чтобы отобразить воз-можность, а не способность какого-либо действия. Еще он демонстрирует наличие (may) или отсутствие (may not) разрешения на выполнение какого-то действия. В этом заключается главное отличие от глагола can.

Have to и must

Модальный глагол have to переводится на русский язык как «быть должным, обязанным (сделать что-либо)». В данном случае важно понимать отличие от других мо-дальных глаголов: must, should. Например: «Я должен идти в институт» = «Я обязан идти в институт», т.к. это прописано в уставе института.

Будущая форма глагола: will have to (буду обязан). Прошедшая: had to (был обязан).

Модальный глагол must переводится как «должен, обязан», но имеет важное отличие, которое состоит в том, что он используется в тех случаях, когда вы выражаете свое собственное мнение.

Should

Модальный глагол should переводится на русский язык «следовало бы». Примеры использования: You look tired. You should go to bed. Ты выглядишь устало. Тебе следовало бы пойти поспать.

                                             The Russian political system

      Russia is a federal semi-presidential state. It has a republican form of government and a centralized political system. The power is divided among the legislative, executive and judicial branches.

      The executive power is concentrated in the President and the Prime Minister, although the President is dominant as the head of the state. The President of Russia is elected by the people for a term of 6 years for a maximum of two consecutive terms. The President is the chairman of his consultative bodies: the State Council and the Security Council and is the commander-in-chief of the armed forces. The President determines basic domestic and foreign policies of the Russian Federation and he can veto draft bills. He is also vested with power to dismiss the government.

      The Prime Minister is appointed as the head of the government by the President, with the State Duma’s approval. Government duties are distributed between several ministries. The government ensures realization of domestic and foreign policies, works out the federal budget, provides the principles of law, human rights and freedoms.

       The legislature in Russia is represented by the bicameral Federal Assembly. It consists of the State Duma (the lower house) and the Federation Council (the upper house). The Federal Assembly makes federal law, approves treaties and declares war. All bills must be first considered by the State Duma. Once a bill has been passed by a majority of the Duma, it is sent back to the Federation Council. The Federation Council has such special powers as declaration of presidential elections, the President’s impeachment and decisions on the use of the armed forces outside Russia’s territory.

      The judicial power in Russia is exercised by the courts and administered by the Ministry of Justice. The Supreme Court of Russia is at the highest level. The judges of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and the High Arbitration Court are appointed by the Federation Council.

Christmas is the holiday of the birth of Jesus Christ, which is celebrated on the 7th of January. Before Christmas Eve, people tidy their houses. The food for Christmas is prepared some days in advance, with turkey, stuffed pork, pies, pastries and sweets for children.
Maslenitsa
Maslenitsa is one of the most cheerful holidays in Russia. It marks the end of the winter and the opening of new spring festivals and ceremonies. Maslenitsa is celebrated during the week preceding the Lent. Every day of Maslenitsa is devoted to special rituals.
Family traditions
There are some interesting family traditions. For example, when a new baby is born, the father should plant a tree, wishing the child to grow up strong and healthy.
Blessing
Among the traditions connected with wedding is blessing. When a bride and groom are ready to go to the church, the oldest member in their family takes a religious icon from the wall. While the bride and groom kneel, the family member crosses them both with the icon, blesses their union, and wishes them a long and happy marriage. At the wedding reception, the husband and wife take a big loaf of bread and bite it at the same time, without the use of their hands. Whoever gets the larger piece, it is said that they will be the leader of their family.
